Paul	Laurence	Dunbar	Biography		

Paul	Laurence	Dunbar	was	born	in	1872	in	Kentucky	to	parents	who	had	been	enslaved.	He	began	writing	as	a	
teenager	and	often	used	his	parents’	stories	as	inspiration.	As	a	young	adult,	he	couldn’t	support	himself	as	a	writer,	so	
he	took	a	job	as	an	elevator	operator.	He	made	friends	among	writers	of	the	day,	and	he	was	eventually	able	to	publish	
his	first	book	of	poems,	Oak	and	Ivy.	Dunbar	befriended	the	great	writer	and	abolitionist	Frederick	Douglass,	who	helped	
him	publish	more	of	his	works	and	find	greater	popularity.	However,	still	unable	to	support	himself	through	writing,	
Dunbar	found	a	job	at	the	Library	of	Congress.	He	continued	to	write	and	publish	until	his	death	in	1903	at	the	age	of	
33.		
	
Creative	Assignment		
Dunbar	frequently	wrote	about	the	nature	of	freedom	and	how	people	carry	themselves	through	life.	One	of	his	most	
famous	poems	is	“We	Wear	the	Mask”	from	1896.	In	this	poem,	the	speaker	considers	the	ways	that	African	
Americans	of	his	era	hid	their	pain	in	the	face	of	discrimination.
